MINUTES

1. Chairperson Wessels called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

2. Roll call of committee and staff.  Members present were: Chairperson Wessels and alderpersons Jacobson and Hayes.  Others present were: Tamela Jorgensen, Mark Hazel, Shawn Sweet of Evansville Lanes, Library Director Kathi Kemp, Chamber Representative Jackie Liebel.  Mayor Decker and City Clerk Judy Walton were also present. 
3. Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion passed.  
4. Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to approve the June 1, 2011 regular meeting and the June 14 special meeting minutes as printed.  Motion passed.  
5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed

Tamela Jorgensen of 133 Grove Street was present to question the North Second and Grove Street traffic lanes not being designated for two-way traffic and curve by park.  Committee would like this issue put on next month’s meeting agenda for discussion.

for Jeffrey L Rosa.  Motion passed.

Motion by Wessels to approve the Class “B” Beer/“Class B” Liquor Alcohol Beverage License application for Evansville Lanes LLC, Shawn M Sweet, Agent, 11 N Madison Street, Evansville, WI 53536, d/b/a Evansville Bowl, 108 E Main Street, Evansville WI  53536.  Mr. Sweet was present to discuss reopening the Evansville Bowl under new ownership.  There was a question regarding the business name to be used for the license.  Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to recommend to council for approval and to amend the motion to change doing business as Evansville Bowl to Evansville Lanes LLC.  Motion passed.

Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to open the public hearing for a Street Use License for the Evansville Area Chamber of Commerce Second Annual Inside Out Days on August 6, 2011.

Motion by Jacobson, second by Wessels, to approve the Street Use License for the 
Evansville Area Chamber of Commerce Second Annual Inside Out Days on August 6, 
2011.  Motion passed.  

e.
Motion by Hayes, second by Jacobson, to table discussion related to concealed 
carry restrictions within the City of Evansville until the next meeting.  Motion carried.  

f.
Motion by Hayes, second by Jacobson, to draft an ordinance to install a stop sign in 
the Orchard View Subdivision at the intersection of Orchard and Cortland sponsored 
by Hayes and Jacobson.  Motion passed.  

h.
Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to transfer $752.00 from 2010 and 2011 
crime prevention donation funds to be used to install a video surveillance system and 
associated costs.  There was extensive discussion on the crime prevention funds that 
are ordered by Judge Alisankus from convicted defendants in Municipal court. Chief 
McElroy explained how the Crime prevention worked and advised the committee 
that he discussed the requested purchase with Judge Alisankus.  The Chief stressed 
that the funds were not tax revenue dollars, but 
rather penalties ordered into a fund 
by the judge for the sole purpose to be used for crime prevention.  The chief advised 
that he wanted to use only the funds collected in 2010 and 2011 as those received 
earlier were committed to EPD’s building project.  Mayor Decker was also present 
throughout this discussion.  The committee agreed it was a good fit and voted to 
pass by motion.  Motion passed.  
7. Evansville Police Report-

There were 1,118 calls for service in the month of June compared to 1,123 in June of 2010.  For the month of June there were 67 license plate transactions.  Licensing inspections have been completed for 2011.  The Medicine Drop Box has been very popular.  A mailing was inserted with the water and light utility bills to go out on Friday, July 8, 2011 to educate the public about the Medicine Drop Box.  
A quote was received and forwarded to the city administrator for a garage door.  Mary is waiting to receive another quote for the door.  The door in the police portion of the garage has been re-keyed to match present locks to maintain security on each side.  Issues still to be resolved are: an overhead door w/opener; a bay with water accessible and floor drain; and a wall with electrical outlets to charge the radar trailer, Tahoe, portable jump packs, etc.  The bay lost to the police department was the largest bay to eventually have a lift installed for vehicle inspections.  

An assessment center will be conducted in the near future to bring two additional part-time officers aboard.  Officer Bennett will be returning to full-time status on August 22, but returning for one day only on August 19.  Lieutenant Koehler and Officer Jones will be attending Glock Armorer training on July 12, 2011.  Officer Jones participated in the dunk tank during the July 4th celebration.  Accreditation continues with progress on reviewing and editing policies.  Our first accreditation visit is planned for the summer of 2012.  Files are being scanned on a daily basis.  The city website continues to be updated also.  
Chief McElroy presented items for consideration for the 2012 department budget.  The department will be replacing body armor.  Body armor is replaced every five years.  The department has applied for a matching grant through the Department of Justice (COPS) to assist with the purchasing.  Information on the grant was forwarded to the Finance Director/Treasurer.  The capital budget request will be for two new squad cars, radios (two car, one base, three portables and computer).  2012 budget discussion to follow at next month’s meeting.  
8. Evansville Medical Service Report-
There were 35 runs for the month of June 2011 for a total for the year at 210.  
EMS student, Angie Elmer, has successfully completed her class and national registry.  
The service has two potential students for the fall class.  Our meeting in July included the Evansville Community Fire District for a visit , with instruction on the use of the cot and location of supplies.  ID cards were also provided for them.  CPR training for two employees of the Evansville Athletic Club was conducted last month.  
The UW Hospital Trauma conference was attended by Zach and Mary.  They also attended the E-sponder class held at the Emergency Operations Center at Rock County.  This class instructed participants on how to send out text-email-phone calls when a disaster strikes in our area to seek additional help.  Mary also attended a workshop on how to manage and assign volunteers when a disaster strikes.  

Both ambulances were in the July 4th parade displaying a banner describing the “new” CPR with music playing to represent the correct beat for compressions.  EMS crew members also participated in the fun run, and assisted with the fireworks on Friday and Monday nights.  

Life Quest sent out a summary of our charges for the upcoming year with no new recommendations for increasing our fees.  The garage remodeling is going well and hopefully will be completed soon.  The radio upgrade is still on schedule for next spring.  All meetings have been attended in regard to the upcoming switch, along with making sure the correct equipment is purchased to interface with the 911 center.  

9. Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to adjourn the meeting at 7:08 p.m.  Motion passed.
