MINUTES

1. Chairperson Wessels called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

2. Roll call of committee and staff members present were: Chairperson Wessels and alderpersons Jacobson and Hayes.  Others present were: Russell Jeske, Brian Halvensleben, Jim Kopecky and Michelle Sperry.  
3. Motion by Hayes, second by Jacobson, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion passed.  

4. Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to approve the July 6, 2011 regular meeting 
minutes as printed.  Motion passed.

Old Business-
a.
Discussion regarding ordinance on snowmobile operation within the City of Evansville.  Russell Jeske, Brian Halvensleben and Jim Kopecky were present for discussion regarding the new route.  Jim Kopecky expressed that he preferred not to have the route on his property.  Suggestion was made to have snowmobiles on County Road M.  Crossing would be located at the stop lights.  It needs to be a route with signage.  The Department of Natural Resources warden recommended the new route.  
6. New Business

a.
Motion by Wessels, second by Jacobson, to approve the Operator’s License 



applications for Ronald A Walmer, Michelle L Sperry, Colleen Gransee and Samantha 

Jo Stayner.  Motion passed.  

b.
Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to recommend to Common Council approval to amend ordinance on emergency parking in front of the EMS Building on West Church Street and create a 15 minute parking in the same area.  Committee recommended painted marked stalls for 15 minute parking.  The stalls should start from the front door of EMS Parking to stop sign.  Motion passed.  

c.
Motion by Wessels, second by Hayes, to table recommending to Common Council to create an ordinance related to concealed carry restrictions within the City of Evansville.  Chief McElroy stated a Q&A was posted on the website and the department will attend training in October.  Motion carried. 

d.
Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to recommend to Common Council to 
approve applying for a Seat Belt Click It or Ticket Grant.  The police department was 
selected as the recipient for a grant from the Department of Justice from the “Click It 
or Ticket” campaign.  Chief McElroy would like to accept the $4000 grant and use 
the funds to purchase the laptop for the squad.  Motion passed.  

e.
Motion by Hayes, second by Wessels, to recommend to Common Council to 
approve applying for a Body Armor Grant.   Chief McElroy would like to apply for the 
grant to help purchase the body armor.  The police department has been successful 
on two other occasions when applying.  The grant will cover approximately 45% of 
the total body armor cost.  Motion carried.  


f.
Chief McElroy distributed the 2012 Police Department preliminary budget.  The 
preliminary budget contained the need for body armor, a new squad, radios (2 car, 
1 base, 3 portables), computer, and a 37.5% clerical employee.  

g.
Coordinator Beaver distributed the 2012 Emergency Medical Service budget.

Evansville Police Report-

There were 1,339 calls for service in the month of July compared to 1,176 in July of 2010.  The month of July had 60 license plate transactions.  Licensing inspections have been completed for 2011.  The Medicine Drop Box cameras are in service, and a mailing was inserted with the water and light utility bills on July 8, 2011 to educate the public about the Medicine Drop Box which has become very popular.  

The overhead door with an opener is waiting for completion.  Building issues that have been completed are the bay with water accessible and floor drain; and a wall with electrical outlets to charge the radar trailer, Tahoe, portable jump packs, etc.  
An assessment center will be conducted Saturday, September 24, 2011.  Officer Bennett will be returning for one day only on August 19 and to full-time status on August 22.  Lieutenant Koehler and Officer Jones attended Glock Armorer training on July 12, 2011, and Jeremy Job attended Hidden Asset Training July 26 to July 28, 2011.  The accreditation policy updates continue.  The department is planning their first accreditation visit in the summer of 2012.  Files are being scanned on a daily basis.  The city website continues to be updated also.  

Chief McElroy presented items for consideration for the 2012 department budget.  The department has applied for a matching grant through the Department of Justice (COPS) to assist in purchasing Body Armor for 2012.  Body armor is replaced every five years.  Information on the grant was forwarded to the Finance Director/Treasurer.   

7. Evansville Medical Service Report-

There were 26 runs for the month of July 2011 for a total for the year at 236.  

EMS student, Angie Elmer, has successfully completed her EMT class and is fully licensed.  

The service has two potential students for the fall class.  We are continuing our refresher training for the 2012 license renewals.  In the fall, we will be providing HIPPA training along with CPR recertifications.  
Both ambulances were in the July 4th parade displaying a banner describing the “new” CPR with music playing to represent the correct beat for compressions.  A group of three went to the Rock County 4-H Fair to “man” the First Aid Tent.  
Coordinator Beaver continues to attend meetings in regard to the upcoming narrow banding to interface with the 911 center in 2012/2013.  

8. Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to adjourn the meeting at 8:13 p.m.  Motion passed.
