Budget 


includes a new squad, radios; 2 car, 1 base and 3 portables and new computer.

Evansville Police Department-


There were 1243 calls for service in August compared to 1008 in August of 2010.  License plate transactions totaled 75 for the month.  The TIME system audit was completed to the satisfaction of the Crime Information Bureau.  The Department of Administration has not reimbursed us for the assistance at the Capitol protests ($3,300).  The department will be conducting an assessment center Saturday, September 24, 2011.  Work on accreditation continues.  Files continue to be scanned daily, the hot spot technology is working reasonably well with periodic glitches, and the police website continues to be updated.  The PD’s portion of the EMS/PD Garage remodel is complete.

Emergency Medical Service-


There were 34 runs for the month of August.  Total reports for the year through August are 270.  Not all runs were transports; some were disregarded en-route or cancel pages.  

The radio upgrade is an ongoing project.  Mary has been attending meetings at the 911 center and money is in the 2012 budget.  The operating budget is attached with any questions to be directed to Mary.  The garage remodel is complete and it’s great.  All EMT’s are very happy with the new bathroom/shower area.  

EMS will be participating in the “pink” out day in October for breast cancer awareness month.  Our EMT’s will be wearing pink shirts with a cardiac rhythm on them.  Office Reese and Mary are working together to make it happen city-wide including the schools and sporting events scheduled that week.  An EMT was present last month at the Evansville Demon’s 3 day wrestling camp to help at the Intermediate school.  The service will be fully staffed at all Varsity home football games this fall.  

Training is an ongoing project including: HIPPA, CPR, license renewals, weapons of mass destruction, incident command courses and our regular training with our equipment.
