Motion by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to approve the Operator’s License applications 
for Heather L Ace, Tracy W Healey, Katie L Fugate, Tyler J Frame, Tyler J. Frame and 
Jennifer R Potts.

Discussion regarding Animal Complaints on Almeron Street.  Xandra Kashkashian inquired why she was on the agenda.   She stated that she no longer grooms animals at her home and does not have a “doggy daycare.”  Hayes stated that he wanted to know the status of the animal complaints issue, as this issue had been with Public Safety in the past, and is now moved to Zoning.”  Public Safety committee members are still receiving calls about this issue and forwarding them to Zoning.

Both EMS Coordinator Beaver and Chief McElroy presented their preliminary capital and 
operating budgets for next year.

Evansville Police Report – 

There were 1139 calls for service for the month of July compared to 1339 for the same month last year.  There were 56 license plate transactions for July 2012.  


Officer Anacker and Officer Reilly are now working alone with Officer Reilly taking over as Court Officer.  Margo Wirth is working alone in squad with another officer on duty.  The Police Department is short part-time officers and plans to hire more later this year or in early 2013.  There is one police officer evaluation to complete.  Accreditation continues with the TIME system policy as the last policy to review.  Officers Reese and Jones attended Child Sexual Assault July 13 and Landlord Tenant for Law Enforcement on July 16.  Officer Koehler and Reese and Secretary Puckett completed their Notary public Tutorial July 23.  Fall in-service is scheduled for all EPD officers September through November 2012.  

EPD will participate in National Night Out on Tuesday August 7, 2012 at Schilberg Park in Milton.  There were two articles, “BTB” Curfew and Graduated Drivers License Rules placed in the Review.  The burn ban was lifted August 6 per the Fire Chief.  The police department staff reported various signage issues throughout the city that were forwarded to Public Works Director Dave Wartenweiler.  The first week of July, EPD marked 32 parked units throughout Evansville, and marked eight more on July 30.  People are moving these units off the streets.  

On June 27th, we had switched to digital conversation but had to go back to analog on July 25 as we were having problems with the digital radios.  Rock County has chosen “Spillman” as the records management system.  Contracts are signed and Spillman is currently putting together its project team.  There are two spec’d server configurations being reviewed.  $10,000 has been budgeted for this project.  Hot spot technology is working reasonably well.  “Air Cards” are being utilized now rather than modems.  Air Cards appear much faster and less expensive.  We are still working with Rock County Computer Services and General Communications to help get the system working properly.  Files have been scanned up through July 31, 2012 thanks to Rachel Marx.

Evansville Medical Service Report –

There were a total of 35 ambulance runs for the month of July 2012.  

We had a staff of 3 EMTs assisting in the First Aid tent at the Rock County Fair on July 26th from 5 p.m. to 11 p.m.  Staff is there to treat and assist with any emergencies within the fair and also to help Janesville paramedic’s transport.  Our ambulance is not taken to the fair.   Both ambulances were available for the July 4th celebration.  One was staffed at the Park and the other at the fireworks display site.  Both ambulances were also in the parade, with one at the park for the Fun Run.  The ambulance and staff will be on site for home football games beginning in August.   

We have not received grants for the Knox Boxes as of this meeting.  We are still looking for avenues to help fund this program.  


A new EMT joined our staff this week.  She is in training and fully licensed with the State of Wisconsin.  She has been assigned to mentors to facilitate her training.  We have 2 potential individuals attending training at Blackhawk Tech EMT basic class in the fall.  License renewal training for 2014 will begin in October.  We also have a new co-Medical Director through Mercy Training Center.  

The new digital radio system is in use with some glitches.  We are working with the 911 Center and General Communications to correct them.  This was a big project and knowing we would have issues, we started the project early so that we could fix the issues and meet the 2013 deadline.
