There were no changes presented  
It was mentioned that Evansville Police Department will begin the accreditation of 
officers.

Evansville Police Report -


There were 1027 calls for service in the month of October 2012 compared to 1220 in October of 2011.  The month of September had 59 license plate transactions with year-to-date totals at 657.  

Range training will be conducted in November.  It was noted that various signage around the city needed attention, Lieutenant Koehler drove around with Public Works Director, Dave Wartenweiler to discuss the signage.  Officers Job and Strupp attended Search Warrant Execution on October 15 and 16, 2012 at the Madison Police Department.  Officers Laufenberg and Nankee attended Pharmaceutical Diversion Training November 1, 2012 at MATC.  Officer Nankee attended Drug Identification class on October 19, 2012 at MATC.  Officer Reese attended FBI Evidence Class on October 23, 2012 at MATC.  Officer Wirth attended Street Cop Spanish on October 17, 2012 at Janesville PD.  Chief McElroy will attend Constitutional law update in November.  

There was some concern regarding tracking vehicles under the new proposed 
ordinance.  The department will log each time a vehicle is marked in violation.  The chief 
suggests changing the last sentence of the ordinance, “change “per month to read “30 
day period.”  There will be exceptions for visitors.  

The department has a meeting with the School Administrators on November 9, 2012.  The 
Behind the Badge articles were on Halloween safety and the new cell phone law.

Evansville Medical Service Report –


There were 34 calls for service in the month of October, 2012. 

Blood Borne Training will be held in November for both the EMS and Fire Departments.  
Mary Beaver and Zach Beaver will be teaching the class.  Mary and Zach will be 
attending the 
Life Quest conference in Wisconsin Dells.  Recruitment is ongoing.  The 
service will lose one EMT to retirement in December and one will be getting and will be 
moving.  

Contracts will be mailed out to the townships after the budget is approved at the 
November Common Council meeting. It will also be requested that the townships 
replace and/or fix their fire numbers so the EMS service can find residences in a more 
efficient manner.  Mary and Zach will be attending Career Day at the Evansville Middle 
School.  The service attended the Health Fair at Creekside and distributed file of life 
information.  

The Communication Center is still working on fixing all the bugs in the new radio system.
