Motion by Jacobson, 
second by Fuchs, to recommend to Common Council to create ordinance to 
eliminate parking on the right hand side and permit parking on the left hand side of 
Railroad Street.  Motion passed.  Fuchs/Jacobson sponsors.

Discussion and motion to recommend to Common Council the approval of the 
name change/partner to Life Quest.  Motion to recommend to Common Council to 
approve the name change to Lifeline Billing Services LLC, d/b/a Life Quest Solutions.  
Motion passed.

Discussion and possible motion regarding Ordinance Sec.122-191. Abandonment 
prohibited.  Chief McElroy would like to add Motor Homes to the ordinance.  Motion 
by Jacobson, second by Hayes, to recommend to Common Council to amend the 
ordinance by adding Motor Homes.  Motion passed.  Jacobson/Fuchs sponsors.

Discussion and possible motion regarding Ordinance Sec. 122-126. Winter Parking 
Restrictions.  Chief McElroy would like to have Mobile Home, Motor Home and Trailer 
to the ordinance.  Administrator Wietecha recommends adding no parking in 


cul-de-sacs in winter parking restrictions.  Motion by Hayes, second by Jacobson, to 
recommend to Common Council to add Mobile Home, Motor Home and Trailer and 
recommendation of no parking in cul-de-sacs in winter parking restrictions.  Motion 
passed.  Hayes/Jacobson sponsors.

8.
Evansville Police Report –

There were 1018 calls for service in the month of November 2012 compared to 1258 in November of 2011.  The month of November had 50 license plate transactions.  The Police Commission meeting will be scheduled for Wednesday, January 19, 2013.  

The department planned to start a Sergeant and part/full time eligibility list.  We are short on part-time officers and plan to hire in 2013.  The fall in-service has been completed.  Officers Laufenberg and Nankee attended Pharmaceutical Diversion training in November.  MATC range training was also completed in November.  Chief attended the Constitutional Law Update November 14.  In January 2013, Officer Mahan-Strupp will attend Firearms Instructor training; Officer Schmidt will attend Salvage Vehicle Inspector training in March; and Officer Job will attend EVOC training in 2013.  Officer Reese attended Drug Identification and Drug Trends in December.  The department met with school administrators and participated in Career Day at the High School in November.  

The department met with Tim Kriz of CSI on November 20, 2012. We have started the process of approving policies for on-site evaluation.  We will be working full-time on this in January 2013.  We implemented a web-based system from Deer Creek Technologies to disseminate the policies etc to staff on December 4, 2012.  Our on-site evaluation is set for November 2013.  The process and cost was discussed in September with the Mayor.  We are utilizing the digital system again and are experiencing minimal problems.  We anticipate moving to the CAD/LRMS system in 2013.  


Files are continually scanned.  The website continues to be updated also.  The department is utilizing “Air Card” technology rather than modems.  These are faster and less expensive.  
9.
Evansville Medical Service Report –


There were 47 calls for service in the month of November, 2012.   Amb 810 had 7 calls for service.  Total for the year were 388.  Zach and Mary attended the Life Quest conference in Wisconsin Dells.  The conference covered legal and documentation items and the new Medicare guidelines.  Training for blood borne pathogens was held at the Fire Department with all EMS personnel completing the class and the post-test.  Police department received their CPR re-certification with CCR included.  They also had TB tests done.  

Zach and Mary attended the Career Day at the J C McKenna Middle School, speaking with 12 students regarding EMS as a career.  Those students also had a tour of the new ambulance.  A crew will be going to Geno’s for their fight night.  A crew also went to the summer event.  There will be a party hosted in December to thank our EMTs/drivers for their service during the year.  It will also serve as a thank you to Nathan Edwards and Dennis Cooper for their service as they are both leaving.
