Evansville Police Report –


There were 1011 calls for service in the month of December, 2012 compared to 1082 in December, 2011.  Total license plate transactions for 2012 were 741.  

Officer Reese attended Drug ID and Drug Trends training in December.  Firearms Instructor training will be attended by Officer Mahan-Strupp in January.  Officer Schmidt will be attending Salvage Vehicle Inspector training in March.  Officer Job is scheduled to attend EVOC training in 2013.  Officer Reese assisted Chief McElroy in a crime scene demonstration to a group of college students December 27, 2012.  


We have started the process of approving policies for our on-site evaluations through Accreditation.  During the month of January, we will be working on Chapter 1, Organization and Management role.  We are utilizing a web-based distribution system from Deer Creek Technologies to disseminate the policies, etc. to staff.  Our on-site evaluation is set for November 2013.  The process, cost, time frame, etc. was discussed with the Mayor on Friday, September 7, 2012.  Assistance will be needed from city staff throughout the accreditation process.  EPD staff, City Administration Dan Wietecha and City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton has been assisting me upon request.  


The Police Commission is scheduled to meet on Wednesday, January 9, 2013.  We are short on part-time officers and plan to hire in 2013.  We plan to start the eligibility list for Sergeant and part-time officers.  


The squad video cameras have arrived with no installation date set.  We are back to using the digital system with minimal problems.  We anticipate moving to the Rock Co Records Management System in 2013.  Two staff members have went through training in October.  

We are attempting to educate the public on the proper route to use to access Geno’s.  We have spoken to snowmobilers as well as the business owners at Geno’s, the hotel, and Cenex.  We monitor the area when time permits.

Evansville Medical Service Report – 

There were a total of 53 runs for the month of December, 2012.  The year-to-date total was 441.  Fire Chief Mortensen’s visitation was attended by Mary and Zach Beaver.  A plant was also sent in his memory.  The Christmas party for staff went well and was well attended.  Big thanks to the Masonic Temple for allowing us to use their facility.  A big thank you goes out to the Police Department staff for digging us out during the snowstorm.  We were very busy and had difficulty getting the ambulance back in.  


Mary has received all of the contracts back and they will be going to council for approval and signatures.
