Evansville Police Report – 


There were 1073 calls for service in the month of August 2013 compared to 1006 in August last year.  License plate transactions for August 2013 were 54.  


Officer Mahan-Strupp will attend DAAT Instructor and Rifle Training in September / October.  EPD staff completed range training August 1.  EPD completed active shooter training August 14 at Janesville Craig and is planning more training in December 2013.  EPD is planning EVOC training this fall.  Chief, Sergeant and Lieutenant attended administrator EVOC training in August at BTC.  Chief will attend Constitutional Law update in November 2013.  Officer Jamey Davis was appointed part-time police officer at the August 8 Police commission meeting.  He will start training this week.  Coop student, Josh Chenoweth, normal hours will be 12:30 p.m. to 3 p.m. Monday through Friday.  

Chief McElroy represented EPD and attended the Rock County National Night Out Event in Beloit on August 6, 2013.  Several Evansville officers represented EPD on August 15 at the Evansville Night Out Event.  Evansville’s event had a great turnout.  National “Take Back” day is Saturday, October 26th from 8 a.m. to 11 a.m.  EPD have been out in force along with hundreds of other law enforcement agencies throughout Wisconsin for the annual “Drive Sober and Get Pulled Over” crackdown on drunken drivers from August 16 to September 2, 2013.  

We have scheduled a tentative MOCK assessment for Accreditation/Policy update for Wednesday, September 11, 2013 at 9 a.m.  We finished completing ACR’s on July 25, 2013.  On July 15, the gun and money safe and ventilation system work has been completed.  We are working on WILEAG Standards Version 4.  Our on-site evaluation is set for November 2013.

Evansville Night Out was a huge success.  The EMS along with the Evansville Fire Department had an extrication demonstration, which included some excellent training for our newer EMT’s.
