Evansville Police Report 


There were 1020 calls for service for the month of October compared to1027 in October of 2012.  We had 67 license plate transactions for the month.  


Officer Mahan Strupp attended DAAT Instructor training in October.  The chief will be attend Vehicle Contacts Instructor update on November 7.  All department staff will be completing ATV training, Active Shooter training in December and EVOC training this fall.  Officers Schmidt and Nankee attended Highway Drug Investigation Advanced training in Sept-Oct.  Officers Job, Jones and Sergeant Reese attended TRACS update on October 7.  Officers Laufenberg and Jones attended Drug ID School on October 8, 2013.  


Lieutenant Koehler is assisting Clinton Police Department on November 7 as a panel member for a hiring process.  National “Take Back” Day was on Saturday October 26.  Approximately 60 pounds of medications, with 245 pounds collected the previous six months, were taken to the DEA for destruction.  Sergeant Reese will be attending the next Public Safety meeting on the chief’s behalf.  All went pretty smooth for the night of Halloween with no major incidents.  

The Crime Information Bureau audit has been completed and submitted.  An arrest has been made in the case involving the explosive devices and damaged vehicle.  The media release and public notice will be sent on November 8 regarding the on-site assessment for accreditation/policy update scheduled for November 19-20, 2013.  The MOCk assessment was completed on September 11, 2013.

Evansville Medical Service Report

There were 31 runs for the month of October 2013.  Total runs through the end of October were 430.  

All EMS personnel have completed EVOC (emergency vehicle operations course) training November 2, 2013.  This training included a driving test.  Mary attended a pre-hospital stroke training dealing with the care of a potential stroke victim prior to hospital arrival.  Hospital care and diagnosis was included in this training.  

Mary and Zac will be attending the Life Quest conference.  This gives us a chance to meet our Life Quest partners and ask questions.  This is also a great network tool.  The conference will deal with legal issues and any changes that may be upcoming for ambulance providers.
