Police Department Report –

There were 758 calls for service and 42 license plate transactions in the month of November, 2013.  

In November, Chief McElroy attended the Vehicle Contacts Instructor update.  All staff has completed range training in Janesville and ATV training.  An active shooter training session is planned for December 27 at Evansville High School.  EVOC training is being planned in the spring of 2014.  Lieutenant Koehler assisted Clinton PD as a panel member for a hiring process on November 7.  The department will be assisting Brodhead with setting up a drug drop off box program.  We hope to hire at least one more part-time officer in January of 2014.  We hope to replace Zach Anacker in early 2014.  

Chief McElroy was invited to the December 20 WILEAG Accreditation Governing Board meeting.  The department completed the “on-site” accreditation assessment November 19-21.  By December 20, the Chief will be informed if the department passed accreditation.  The process will continue to be very time consuming.  If granted, the department will be the smallest agency in Wisconsin to be accredited.  The process included the following: writing and/or revising of 83 police department policies; within 83 policies, staff had to cover 238 required standards; and in the 238 required standards, staff had to locate 500+ dimension by providing “proofs”.  The mock assessment was completed in September.  

A 2014 Explorer Interceptor squad vehicle has been ordered from Evansville Ford and we expect to receive it in February 2014.  Chief reminds the committee that the department expects to be over budget in part-time wages, mainly due to accreditation, as well as vehicle maintenance because of unexpected repairs.  Staff has been notified of this fact.  


Captain Todd Christianson has been contacted regarding a date for the community outreach presentation in 2014.  The planning for the 2014 Rock County National Night Out in Evansville will begin in January with the Sheriff’s department.  Tuesday, August 5, 2014 in Lake Leota Park has been set for the event, with the whole park reserved for this event.  

We will be meeting with the Janesville neighborhood watch officer in the near future to assist us in setting up a neighborhood watch program in Evansville.  An arrest was made in the case involving the explosive devices and damaged vehicle.  One suspect pled guilty and one has pled not guilty.  The department seems to have most issues resolved with Spillman.  Issues come and go in relation to attaching scanned documents to the file and this is being worked through with Rock County Computer services.
