Police Department Report –


There were 958 calls for service and 50 license plate transactions in the month of December, 2013.  


Active shooter training will be postponed until the Spring 2014.  EVOC training will also be in the Spring 2014.  We are currently working on 2013 staff evaluations.  Jamison Davis is currently in training and is very close to completing this training.  We hope to replace Zach Anacker in early 2014.  Chief McElroy has been invited to the January 20 WILEAG Accreditation Governing Board meeting. The December meeting was cancelled due to weather.  

We have received the neighborhood watch signs that we ordered to plan implementing after meeting with the Janesville neighborhood watch officer to assist us in setting up the program.  

The 2014 Explorer Interceptor Squad has been ordered and is expected to arrive the middle of February.  The vehicle is scheduled to be built January 26th and finished February 1, delivery generally two weeks later.
