A special thanks to John and Sandy Decker for accompanying Chief McElroy and 
Accreditation Manager, Sergeant Reese to the Governing Board meeting.  The 2014 
accreditation process will start over in July and August of 2014.

Police Department Report –


There were 1011 calls for service and 44 license plate transactions in the month of January, 2014.  

A Community Drug Awareness presentation was given at the Performing Arts Center on January 8, 2014.  MDT/MDC re-certification is due at the end of February.  Chief McElroy will attend Keys to Coaching Employees on Tuesday, February 18, 2014; Chief and Office Reese will attend the Health, Wellness and Safety Career Fair in Madison on the February 12th, and Officer Jones will attend Armorer School on February 19th.  

In March, Officer Davis will attend Armorer school and Heroin/Drug training; Chief McElroy will attend Developing Emotional Intelligence; and Sergeant Reese will attend Child Investigation.  Officer Reese will attend WILEAG training in April.  

Active Shooter and EVOC training will be postponed until the spring of 2014.  2013 EPD staff evaluations are finished.  

EPD is now on Facebook.  Sergeant Reese has created an Evansville Police Department page.  We currently have information relating to BASE, Vehicle Inspections, Winter Parking, a History of the Police Department by Ruth Ann Montgomery.  We plan to use this for various announcements; i.e. we will try and post lost/or located dogs, impending weather alerts, etc.  

Discussion has started regarding the 2014 Rock County National Night Out in Evansville Event with a request from the Sheriff’s Office to allow free swimming the night of the event.  This has been forwarded to our City Administration, Dan Wietecha for a response.  The event has been set for August 5 in Lake Leota Park.  


A new desktop computer to operate our TRACS system, we have updated our Air Cards, and the 2014 Explorer Interceptor Squad Vehicle has been ordered with delivery for sometime this month.

Evansville Medical Service Report – 


In the month of January 2014, we had 59 calls for service.  Ambulance 810 had 11 calls and 811 had 48.   We have been borrowing a CPR Board from Zoll’s for possible purchase.  It is on loan for a month.  We then will try a Lucas Device.  Both are a tool for performing CPR Compressions without the EMT’s actually having hands on.  This is a much safer way to perform CPR.  


The service has a new ambulance driver, Tim Palys, who has been training with us for the past month.  We anticipate completion of training this month.  Narcan training will be next Wednesday.  This equipment will then be carried on both ambulances for drug overdoses.  


The service was present at The Demons wrestling tournament at the end of January.
