1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chair Barb Jacobson at 6:35 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Alderpersons Barb Jacobson, Cheryl Fuchs and James Montgomery.  Others present:  City Administrator Ian Rigg, Police Chief Scott McElroy, EMS Chief Mary Beaver, and Deputy City Clerk Maria Hougan.
3.  Montgomery made a motion, seconded by Fuchs, to approve the agenda.

4. Montgomery made a motion, seconded by Jacobson, to approve the August 6, 2014 regular meeting minutes as printed.

5. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  City Administrator Ian Rigg was present to discuss the signage throughout the city.  He would like to bring forward to the next Public Safety meeting some ideas for changing the traffic signs throughout the city to have more uniformity, make them more compliant and alleviate some risk from the city.  This will be placed on the October 1, 2014 Public Safety agenda.
6. Old Business.

1.  2015 Budget: See attached budget packet. I made the suggested changes per the PSC from the August meeting. City Administrator Ian Rigg and I went over the budget on September 2nd. 

2.  Internship: Rockford College student intern Garrett Hollis will be starting this month.  

3.  EPD Receives Grant: The Evansville Police Department was one of the agencies that was selected, and will be awarded a $4,000.00 Traffic Enforcement Equipment Grant for participating in the 2013 “Click it or Ticket” Initiative. We plan to purchase anew squad laptop with these funds. I am awaiting direction from city hall as to acceptance of the grant funds. Once approved, we will order a “Toughbook” laptop with the grant money.

4.  Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over Campaign:  Evansville Police officers participated in the annual “Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over” campaign from Aug. 15 to Sept. 1. 

5.  Emergency Siren Update: All sirens worked on the test day Wednesday July 9.  Sirens were tested again Wednesday September 3rd and all were found to be operating properly. Emergency management was notified.

6.  Ordinance Sec. 14-2: See Attorney Kopp’s Draft ordinance: This draft ordinance was shared with EPD staff and all had input/recommendations, mostly related to cats. See attached addendum with suggested changes. This will be discussed in Old Business, 6 B. Including changes we made since our last discussion.

7.  Police Commission/staffing: 

· On August 13, the Evansville Police Commission appointed 2 part time officers, with several contingencies. Candidate Jacquelyn M. Arnold has met all required contingencies and will start training on Thursday September 4th, 2014. Jacqui is a full time Rock County Sheriff’s Office Correctional Officer.

· Larry Harkey was appointed to be the Municipal Court officer on an interim basis until a new court officer is in place. Larry is currently a police officer and court officer for the Albany Police Department and has agreed to help us out until a replacement officer is assigned. Larry will not be working the road as his appointment is solely that of the court officer for Evansville Municipal Court.

· I am pleased to announce that officer Meryisa Hernandez is scheduled to complete her training this 3rd day of September, 2014. Effective Thursday September 4th, Meryisa will be working the street as a second patrol officer. 

· Adrianna Schlitzer started Monday June 16th, 2014 working 8a-1p. Effective Tuesday September 2nd, Adrianna will generally be working 1215p – 3 p Monday – Friday during the school year.

10.  Rock County Area Task Force: EPD staff is part of this task force.

The County of Rock, Wisconsin, has received a grant of funds through the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, Bureau of Transportation Safety, for the purpose of the formation of the Rock Area OWI Task Force. Specifically, to provide for an effective countywide enforcement, devoted to the apprehension of persons engaged in operating motor vehicles while impaired.

RCSO Capt. Maurer advised he had reviewed the grant application.  At this time, he suggests $54/hour be used as the officer rate for each scheduled deployment.  Capt. Maurer states the grant total of approximately $25,000 will include officer reimbursement, as well as nursing costs for blood draws.  The grant will not be able to cover K-9; however, the K-9 officer option will still be available through assignment or as an assist.  

11.  Records Management System (Spillman) Update: We seem to have most issues resolved with Spillman, however, we are still learning the capabilities of the new system. Our troubles come and go in relation to attaching scanned documents to the file. We are working through this with Rock county Computer services.

12.  Neighborhood Watch: DPW Foreman Allan Reynolds recently erected 6 neighborhood watch signs at various locations within the city. We appreciate Allen and his crew taking care of this for us!
