MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.  Present: Tom Cothard, John Sornson, and Barb Jacobson.  Also present: Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig and Fred Juergens, Mayor Sandy Decker, Engineer Dave Sauer, Water & Light Superintendent Scott George, and Administrator Dan Wietecha.

II. Approve Agenda.  The Committee noted that the meeting was being held jointly with a meeting of the Public Works Committee.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

III. Deferral of February 27, 1007 Minutes.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson, to defer approval of the February 27 minutes to the next regular meeting on March 26.  Motion carried unanimously.

IV. Madison Street Improvements.  Sauer presented the bid analysis.  Nine bids were received; G. Fox & Son was the low bidder at $429,617.20.  G. Fox was the contractor for the utility work on Main Street last year.  There is an option for an alternate which will be considered at a future date.  The utility improvements must be completed by June 7 because WisDOT is scheduled to begin the surface work on June 9; liquidated damages will be imposed if the project runs late and interferes with the WisDOT project.
Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson, to award contract 08EV-1, Madison Street (ST 213) Utility Improvements, to G. Fox and Son, in an amount not to exceed $429,617.20.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

Cothard made a motion, seconded by Sornson, to approve the Standard Form of Addendum with Foth Infrastructure & Environment, LLC, for design and construction for Madison Street utility improvements.  Motion carried unanimously.

V. Building Addition.  George presented a revised proposal from Bob Kimball Construction.  The Committee noted that the purpose of the proposal was simply to order the building and lock in the quoted price; other alternates will be considered at a future date.

Cothard made a motion, seconded by Jacobson, to award the contract per the Arnold & O’Sheridan plans dated 2/28/08 for the base bid of $229,648.00.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VI. Adjournment.  With no further business, the meeting adjourned at 6:20 pm.
