MINUTES
1. Roll call. – Meeting called to order at 5:32. Present Montgomery, Ladick, Brooks, Sendelbach, Berquist
2. Motion to approve Agenda as printed. – Ladick/Montgomery passed unanimously
3. Motion to waive the reading and approve March 26, 2013, Water & Light and Joint DPW & Water & Light minutes as printed. – Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items – none
5. Customer concerns. Discussion and possible motions for billing adjustments. – None
6. Superintendent Report.

a. Project Updates
i. Garfield Ave – pre-meeting held Monday the 22nd. Mick from Town & Country is on-site engineer. Start from West and on May 20 weather permitting. Plan is to work 5 days 7 AM to 6 PM Must be completed in 89 days.
ii. Hwy 59 – Bids sent to newspaper on April 24 for Highway 59 an old 92 jobs. Bid opening scheduled for May 20 at 1 PM.
iii. Old 92 & 5th St – Bid scope includes all of 5th street to 4th street intersection
b. APPA Conference Update – good conference. Networked with other RP 3 utilities. Most suggested using webinars to stay up-to-date on the latest requirements. We will need to file for certification in 2014 after that certification will be every 3 years rather than 2.
c. Motion to approve hiring part-time Summer meter reader – committee noted that Summer meter reader position is already budgeted. This will allow utility to fill the position. Motion made by Ladick, seconded by Montgomery passed 3-0 on a roll call vote.

– – Customer complaint has been filed with PSC. Committee discussed that customer did not follow your complaint procedures, but was facing disconnect and chose to take an extreme path to a solution. Donna and Mark will work with the customer to find a satisfactory resolution and will report such resolution to PSC.
7. Committee Reports 
a. Energy Fair Update – another successful energy fair. Approximately 1800 people attended. Primus marketing reports approximately 15 people stopped to talk about the advanced meters with no one expressing concerns. In fact, 3 we were excited about the possibilities that the new monitoring system would allow them.
b. MEUW Rally – Ladick, Decker, Brooks, attended MEUW rally on Tuesday . After morning of speakers the delegation met with assemblywoman Ringhand and staff from Sen. Cullen’s office. In
c. CFC Breakfast – Decker, Ladick, and Brooks attended. Reliability, security, and allocation of expenses associated with distributed generation are all expected to be first-line concerns in the next 3 to 5 years. State energy office talked about the expanded possibilities for use of compressed natural gas as transportation fuel.
8. WPPI Report.
a. Written Report – written report reviewed. Cory continues to work with Baker and with Larson farms on significant projects.
9. Old Business.
a. Discussion and possible motion to accept bid for water tower inspection. – Berquist reviewed two bids for water tower inspection and 4 bids the water tower cleaning. His recommendation is to choose different companies for the inspection and for the cleaning in order to avoid conflicts of interest. Ladick moved and Montgomery seconded accepting Dixon engineering bid for $2150 for draining the tank, inspecting the inside and outside. Motion passed 3 – 0 on a roll call vote.

b. Ladick moved and Montgomery seconded motion to approve Water Tower Clean and Coat bid in the amount of $3200 to clean outside of tank. Committee discussion acknowledged that this bill would use low pressure that would protect the paint. Committee is also concerned that Dixon engineering bid may show that outside of tank needs to be painted and the committee would prefer to wait until Dixon engineering submitted the report.

c. Ladick moved and Montgomery seconded motion to table motion for outside cleaning of tank until our May meeting. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.
