1. Roll call. – Called order at 5:00. Present: Montgomery, Ladick, Brooks, Sendelbach, Mayor Decker, Donna Hammett, Lissa Berndt.- Dan Wietecha 5:25.
2. Motion to approve Agenda as printed.-Brooks/Montgomery passed unanimously
3. Motion to waive the reading and approve September 25, 2013, Water & Light minutes as printed. Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items-none
5. Customer concerns. Discussion and possible motions for billing adjustments.
a. Motion regarding disposition of bankruptcy, customer account 18 – 4370 – 01 and 02, totaling $856.94. Ladick/Brooks passed 3 – 0 on a roll call vote

b. Motion to adjust sewer portion of the bill for customer to 1 – 2500 – 06 in the amount of $62.44. Ladick/Montgomery passed 3 – 0 on a roll call vote
6. Administrative Report

a. Delinquencies. Possible motion regarding State of WI Collection service. – After presentation by Hammett, motion to switch collection strategies from TRIP to State of Wisconsin Collection Service as soon as available, Brooks/Ladick passed 3 – 0 on a roll call.
b. ACT 25- Customer information privacy. Repair bill passed this afternoon by Gov. committee discussed ambiguity in proposed release document. Document will be revisited at November meeting. After further refinement.

c. Hammett reported that 248 tax letters were sent on October 15. Of that total, 40 went to landlords. Delinquent totals for those 248 were approximately $86,000. Since October 15 letter, approximately $18,000 has been collected. 55. Customers were sent to 2013 TRIP for an amount totaling $33,699.95. The change in collection service will mean withdrawing those 55 and reentering them in a new system.
7. Superintendent Report.

a. Project Updates
i. Old 92 & 5th St -project is set and energized through Higgins Drive. Foremen expects 2 weeks to finish setting poles, 2 more weeks to finish stringing and energizing lines.

ii. Discussed customer who has been delinquent since July 17 when they defaulted on a payment plan. Current arrears approximately $2500 and customers disconnected. Mark visited today left door knocker stating that power would not be reconnected until payment plan was reestablished. Hammett has communicated with PSC to reconfirm that obligation is to check in on the welfare of the tenants once per week through the winter, but that there is no obligation to reconnect prior to embargo date. 

iii. 101 door knockers hung this week. For those remain disconnected for a total in the city of 6. 3 of those are known to be unoccupied. 10 more door knockers hung today for later disconnection
