2. Motion to approve the agenda as presented. Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
3. Motion to waive the reading and approve the minutes from the June 24, 2014 regular Municipal Services meeting as presented. Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
4. Citizen Appearances other than agenda items

a. Montana Leggett—Discussion of flagpoles to be added at Maple Hill and how to measure existing pole. MS staff will help measure pole
