MINUTES
1. Call meeting to order at 5:00. Present: Brooks, Ladick, Rigg, Sendelbach, Berquist. Mayor Decker arrived at 5:45. Absent: Cole. Also present: Mike Maves, Robin Ringhand, Jeremy Hurst, Mason Braunschweig, Sean Mangold
2. Civility Reminder
3. Motion to approve the agenda as presented. Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
4. Motion to waive the reading and approve the minutes from the August 26, 2014 regular Municipal Services meeting as presented. Ladick/Brooks passed unanimously
5. Citizen Appearances other than agenda items

a. Lake Leota Park Ballfield discussion and possible motions regarding stop-work order. Mason spoke for the renovation team and made three requests; permission to plant the sod for the infield, install the watering system, and complete landscaping of and behind the backstop.
There was discussion of what the landscaping might entail and it was decided that a written plan would be best to prevent future misunderstandings. A net backstop on a brick base was discussed and agreed to providing that the base did not exceed 36” above the dirt.

There was discussion about future maintenance of the watering system, both the piping and the controls. Mike Maves said that a formal BlueSox organization would be in place to be responsible for the maintenance of the systems, even beyond the time that current parents would be involved. The committee expressed concerns that the watering system might be a burden to the Parks budget in the future.

b. Motion to lift Stop-Work Order for the irrigation systems, infield grass, and warning track as of 8 am 9/24/14 by Brooks/Ladick passed 2-0 on a roll call vote.

c. Motion to allow Mark Sendelbach and Jason Sergeant to sign off on a written landscape plan if presented by the BlueSox. This plan would include baselines and backstop areas. This motion takes into consideration a brick foundation for  a net backstop with a base not to exceed 36” above ground by Brooks/Ladick passed 2-0 on a roll call vote.

i. Maple and W. Main Streets- resurfacing projects. – An extra cost of approximately $10,000 for blending curb and pavement on Maple Street will leave the project still within budget and on schedule. Concrete will be poured this weekend on both projects.
ii. Westfield Meadows – still looking for final solution to drainage problem. Latest solution will require adding fill to three lots on Prairie View and Sixth and the construction of a long narrow detention flow West to Chestnut, then south to existing retention structures.
iii. Windmill Ridge update – draft development agreement calls for installation of sanitary sewer by 12/31/15.
b. Wind turbine update – turbine was down again for maintenance issues on September 11. Conference call scheduled for September 24 at 10 AM to work on ongoing issues with turbine.
