MINUTES
1. Meeting called order at 5:05. Present: Cole, Brooks. Also present, Decker, Rigg, Berquist, Sendelbach, and Neely.
2. Motion to approve the agenda, moving WPPI Report to follow Customer Concerns. Brooks/Cole approved unanimously
3. Motion to waive the reading and approve the minutes from the October 28, 2014 regular Municipal Services meeting as presented. Cole/Brooks approved unanimously
4. Citizen Appearances other than agenda items – None
5. Customer concerns. Discussion and possible motions for billing adjustments.

6. WPPI Report

a. Written report – Cory’s report notes that WCTC funds will increase to $12,750 in 2015, all based on an increase in the number of meters in the city. He also noted that an Ice Dam Contest will be held with advertising paid for from 2014 funds and a home energy audit from Focus on Energy to be paid for from 2015 funds and awarded at the Energy Fair
b. 2015 Work Plan – Cory’s written work plan for 2015 remain substantially similar to 2014. $400 for tree power. $6000 for the Energy Fair, with the balance to be paid for out of the Value Public of Power Funds. $600 for lightbulb recycling, $400 for central air tune-up, at $500 for the Ice Dam Contest. Relations programs for 2015-- $1500 community contributions, $1500 for Value of Public Power Fund, $1000 for economic development and $1000 for high school scholarships. Energy Education $900 for National Theater for Children and investigating the possibility of awarding $500 for a KEEP scholarship for one teacher.
c. Allocation of WCTC and other funds – motion to allocate $1000 from ED funds to Evansville Economic Development Committee for website development and the balance of any remaining WCTC funds on December 15 to be used for LED streetlights as available. Brooks/Cole passed two – zero on a roll call vote
7. Superintendent Report- 
a. (Placeholders)
i. Northeast Rebuild – construction is complete, pending final inspection
ii. Water Tower – no start date has been set
b. RP3 – APPA has sent three requests for more information. These will need to be filed electronically and we may need to use Stoughton’s computers to access APPA servers.
c. Parks and Recreation Report – bathrooms are locked for the winter. Shelter work at Westside Park continues. A red cypress tree has been planted on the point in Lake Leota Park in honor of EMTs.
d. Motion to refer to FLR approving hiring a temporary backfill WWTP Licensed Operator to fill vacation absences in December. Brooks/Cole passed unanimously
8. City Engineer Report-
a. (Placeholders)
i. Westfield Meadows – Brian needs to do a walk-through and complete the checklist on the 2014 mini-phase on Badger Drive. We should see an amended developer’s agreement at December Council meeting.
ii. Windmill Ridge – Draft development agreement should be ready for December Council meeting.
b. Wind turbine – continue to look into the cost of shortfall in production and possible remedies for same. We’re still in information gathering phase but maintenance scheduling issues appear to have been solved.
9. Committee Report 
a. Delinquent bill timing discussion – department staff have changed procedures regarding delinquent bills at year-end. Per current state law all bills more than thirty days past due at the deadline were added to tax roll. Landlords were notified per state law. Staff reports that at least to landlords had called City Hall for more information.
b. Discussion of non-city delinquencies – Brooks reported that active accounts past-due in the surrounding townships total at least $14,943. Adding in bills that appear to be uncollectible or that are in collection process adds approximately $35,000 to the total past-due in the surrounding townships. Committee agreed that this should be a topic for discussion in 2015, and a process to more actively engage township clerks in the collection process is in order for the new year.
c. Deferred Payment Agreement changes – Discussion Tabled to January meeting
10. Old Business- 
a. MUTCD and ADA Sign Compliance Plan - Discussion – Berquist, and Rigg presented alternatives for GPS compatible device to be used in Evansville, shared between Water and Light and DPW in the Municipal Services Department. Agreement was made used 2014 funds still available to purchase the unit costing $6795 for a Geo 7X unit including HH software package.
