Garfield Avenue Project Update 5/31/2013

Work began this week, with barricades and erosion control set up on Tuesday, and watermain installation beginning on Wednesday at the 3rd Street intersection.  Next week, work will continue on water main installation between 3rd Street and Eager Court.  Once water main is installed on that block, the contractor will construct sanitary sewer repairs, and then storm sewer on that same block.  Following that, new sewer and water laterals will be constructed to each home.  Depending on weather, the lateral work may start towards the end of next week.

Equipment and materials will be occupying much of that block, but local traffic and emergency vehicles will have access during water main installation.   Once storm sewer and lateral work begins, however, through traffic will likely need to be cut off because those pipes cross the roadway.  Homes will still be accessible from one side or the other.
