Work this week involved sewer and water lateral construction from N. 3rd St. to N. 2nd St.  There was a report of high chlorine levels at one home, which was resolved with additional flushing of the water main and the resident’s plumbing.  Work began on the watermain installation from N. 2nd St. to N. 1st St.  The crews are planning on working tomorrow, June 22.

Work anticipated this week will include completing and testing the water main up to the N. 1st St. intersection, sanitary sewer replacement from just east of Eager Ct. to just west of N. 1st St.  

**Please note that the sanitary sewer is along the center of the street, which will limit the ability for emergency vehicles and residents to drive through the active work zone.  The rest of the street will be passable.**
