Garfield Avenue Project Update 6/28/2013

The watermain installation from N. 2nd St to N. 1st St has been completed, and testing is underway.  The Contractor is now working on sanitary sewer main construction near the N. 2nd St intersection. 

Next week work will continue on the sanitary sewer, emanating approximately 500 feet west and east from N. 2nd Street.  .  begun installing water and sewer laterals to each home, starting on the west and working eastward.  Work will then begin on storm sewer in the 2nd St intersection.

The sanitary sewer main is located in the center of the street, which will likely prohibit traffic from passing by the construction work.  Access to individual properties from one direction will still be maintained.  In addition, storm sewer work in the 2nd St intersection will require the entire intersection to be blocked during work hours.

The contractor will leave the N. 1st Street intersection completely open for the 4th of July parade, though pedestrians should exercise caution west of there.
