This week the remaining sewer and water laterals were completed, and storm sewer work began. 

Next week storm sewer will be completed, and 2 sanitary manhole replacements will be done.  Road reconstruction may begin towards the end of the week.  The storm sewer work involves crossing most (often all) of the streets at an intersection, and will often require that intersection to be closed.  During road reconstruction, an approximately 150 foot long stretch of the road will be inaccessible as the old road is removed and a new gravel base is installed.
