Last week’s update incorrectly stated that the laterals were finished previously, however it is expected that the laterals will be completed tomorrow.  In addition, the storm sewer is anticipated to be completed this week. 

Next week road reconstruction will begin.  Work will start at 3rd Street and progress eastward.  During road reconstruction, an approximately 150 foot long stretch of the road will be inaccessible as the old road is removed and a new gravel base is installed.  

Concrete curb and gutter is anticipated to be poured sometime the week of August 12.
