MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Matt Brown, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring and James Montgomery.  Alderperson Ben Ladick was absent.  Others present:  City Administrator/Finance Director Ian Rigg, City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, Municipal Services Superintendent Mark Sendelbach, and Customer Service Clerk Kevin VonTayson.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to waive the reading of the minutes of the July 14, 2015 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 7-0.
5. Civility reminder. Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances.  None
7. Reports of Committees

A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported the summer library club programming portion is done and the reading portion ends Saturday.  There were 139 teens, up from 86, and 458 kids, up from 414.  There is a meeting for the library expansion scheduled for next week.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Rigg reported that the Municipal Services Committee approved a couple building repairs including roof repair.
C. Plan Commission Report.  Decker reported they approved a conditional use permit for DeBroux House Cafe Coffee and Catering, they plan to open in early September; they discussed a conditional use permit for 268 W Liberty Street for construction of a new home; they worked on the smart growth plan and are having a special meeting on August 24th to focus on the beginning chapters of the plan.  At their September meeting they plan to have a draft report and recommendation to Council, a public hearing and action will follow in October.
Fuchs commented that she was concerned about an incident during a building inspection at 11 E Main Street where the applicants were treated extremely rudely by the inspector.
D. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,180,266.25.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution 2015-19 “A Resolution Recognizing the Completion of the 2015 Wage Study by GovHR USA and Taking Recommended Action to Adjust Wages That Are Below Recommended Salary Bands”.  Brooks explained that this would take action on some of the items discussed last month, addressing the 4 positions below their band, but does not take into account any future pay plan or employee time and grade.  The 4 increases would be within budget.
Decker noted that the City of Lodi recently had a wage study done by GovHR USA and they also increased the wages of those below their band and they are working on a future pay plan.

Motion approved 7-0.

(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve Chubb Insurance for property insurance coverage.  Rigg stated there was limited time to review all the details of the policy.  The policy would be effective September 1st to replace the Local Government Property Insurance Fund due to their excessive rate increase.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Community Insurance Corporation for auto insurance coverage with a 2,500 deductible.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(5). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to withdraw from the Local Government Property Insurance Fund.  Board approved withdrawal is required per state statute.  Motion approved 7-0.
(6). Rigg gave a brief highlight of the Financial Audit of year ending December 31, 2014.  Once again there is a strong general fund balance.
(7). Rigg directed Council to the 2016 Budget Calendar.
E. Public Safety Committee Report.  Montgomery reported that the police department is exploring the possibility of hiring a part-time employee; they are exploring the possibility of purchasing body cameras as they are currently testing one; the retention and recruitment of EMS volunteers needs help and they are discussing shifting first responder duties over to the firefighters.
(1). Montgomery made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve an amendment to the Class “B” Beer/ “Class B” Liquor License for Creekside Place, Inc. Kelly Czerwonka, Agent, 102 Maple Street, Evansville, Wisconsin, 53536, d/b/a Creekside Place, for their Cruise Night event, on Thursday, September 3, 2015.  Motion approved 7-0.
F. Municipal Services Report
(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Resolution 2015-21, A Resolution to Approve Amendment No. 1 to Long Term Power Supply Contract for Participating Members.  Brooks stated this is in reference to what Tom Hanrahan of WPPI spoke about at last month’s meeting.  This would extend our contract with WPPI for power supply and ensure our participation through 2055.  Council discussed the cost savings and the number of benefits we receive by partnering with WPPI. 
Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.

(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Resolution 2015-20, Documenting Review of the 2014 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR).  Motion approved 7-0.
(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to authorize City Administrator and/or Municipal Services Superintendent to sign Wisconsin Department of Transportation documents DT 1541 Audit Agreement; DT 1542 Lump Sum Agreement; DT 2217 Temporary Construction Easement;  DT 2245 Statement of Non-Reimbursement and DT 2249 Utility’s Certificate of Compliance for areas shown in State Project Plat 5155-02-21.  Motion approved 7-0.
Brooks reported that the Municipal Services Committee discussed the community garden, flowers in the cemetery, and the sludge report from Town & Country.  He and Mark Sendelbach will be meeting the Laurie Isaacson from WPPI on Thursday.

G. Economic Development Committee Report.  Brooks reported they discussed the tourism budget, Discover Wisconsin video, and changes to state law that may mean a restructuring of our tourism committee, making it a stand-alone commission.  Members of the entrepreneur’s team will be attending the next meeting.
H. Redevelopment Authority Report.  No report.
I. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs reported they received pricing on the ADA wheelchair swing and she will be visiting the inclusive park in Oshkosh in a couple of weeks for ideas.  They are trying to get a handle on the fish re-stocking, they are waiting on the DNR (Rigg stated fish re-stocking will be in April); they will be discussing closing the park to through traffic again this winter; and discussed long-term planning for the budget.  She stated the pool is in need of a lot of repairs.  Rigg mentioned a number of needed repairs including the roof, bathrooms, and walls.
J. Historic Preservation Commission Report.  Lewis reported they had an application for a fence at 114 N 2nd, but they did not take action as they need clarification on the application.  The property is not in the historic district but abuts property in the district.  They approved an application for a fence at 26 Garfield Avenue; approved the business lettering at 18 E Main Street; received an update on the planned construction at 268 W Liberty Street; and they had a special meeting on July 30th for an application to demolish the carriage house at 203 S 4th Street but the application wasn’t from the owners so they met again on August 4th to approve the application from the owners. 
K. Fire District Report.  Montgomery reported they discussed purchasing a printer.
Decker reported that Dick Noble from the fire district attended the department head meeting on August 10th.

L. Police Commission Report.  Rigg reported one member and an officer are going to attend diversity training in Madison.
M. Energy Independence Team Report.  Decker reported they are meeting tomorrow morning at 7:00 a.m.  She reported on the Policy Makers Council meeting in Washington D.C. which was held July 27th – 29th.
N. Board of Appeals Report.  No report.
8. Unfinished Business.  Rigg informed the Council that the city is filing a civil suit against Mastertech Car Care for delinquent personal property taxes and Howell Heating was taken to small claims for theirs.
9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor
A. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Resolution #2015-22, Commending Brad Sippel for his Service to the City of Evansville.  Motion approved 7-0.

A. Brooks presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2015-02, An Ordinance Repealing and Recreating Chapter 62, Historic Preservation (sponsors Lewis and Ladick)
B. Brooks presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2015-03, An Ordinance Revising Chapter 18, Buildings and Building Regulations (sponsors Lewis and Ladick)
C. Brooks presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2015-04, An Ordinance Amending Chapter 54 of the Municipal Code Relative to Floodplain Zoning By Adopting New Flood Insurance Rate Maps and Corresponding Flood Insurance Study Report (sponsors Brooks and Cole)
D. Brooks presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2015-05, An Ordinance Approving a Total Opt Out of Implements of Husbandry and Agriculture Commercial Vehicles (sponsors Brooks and Ladick)
11. New Business

A. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to go into closed session pursuant to section 19.85 (1) (c) of the Wisconsin statutes to consider and discuss the performance evaluation data of a public employee upon which the Council exercises responsibility over.  The Council will not reconvene in open session and will take no action.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote at 7:47 p.m.
