MINUTES
1. Call to order and roll call.  The meeting was called to order by Chair Jim Brooks at 6:00 p.m.  Members present: Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, and Josh Manring.  Others present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator/Finance Director Ian Rigg, City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton, Customer Service Clerk Kevin VonTayson, and Kevin Krysinski from Johnson Block.
2. Approval of Agenda.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to move Item 7A to follow Item 5 and approve the agenda.  Motion approved 3-0.
3. Approval of Minutes.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to waive the reading of the minutes of the July 9, 2015, regular meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved 3-0.
4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None
5. Bills.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,180,266.25.  Motion approved 3-0 on a roll call vote.
6. 2014 Audit.  Kevin Krysinski, Johnson Block, presented a summary of the 2014 audit report.  He went over the content of the audit report, the other reports (PSC and Municipal Financial reports), and the management letter comments.  He stated we will need to look at increasing sewer rates soon and should consider segregating the accounting of the electric and water utilities.  He stated the general fund balance is very strong.  He presented historic data on the general fund expenditures, revenues, G.O. debt versus capacity, and the property tax levy.
7. Unfinished Business
A. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council Resolution 2015-19 “A Resolution Recognizing the Completion of the 2015 Wage Study by GovHR USA and Taking Recommended Action to Adjust Wages that are Below Recommended Salary Bands”.  Motion approved 3-0.
B. Rigg reported that they are wrapping up the last of the wireless bridges.
C. Cole made a motion, seconded by Manring to recommend to Common Council approval of Chubb Insurance for property insurance coverage.  Motion approved 3-0.
D. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council approval of Community Insurance Corporation for auto insurance coverage.  Motion approved 3-0.
There was a 3 minute recess at 6:55 p.m.
8. New Business
A. Rigg presented early 2016 budget estimates for the Government and Administration, Health and Human Services, TID’s, and Debt Service funds.
B. There was no City Administrator/Finance Director report.
