a. Update on the Smart Growth Plan.  Final draft of Chapter 6 was not available for review but should be by July.

9. Superintendent Report- 
a. Parks and Recreation Report- Use of ReCap has been helpful in cleaning up the parks.  West Side shelter is delayed and there may be some costs to finish.  Tennis Courts and Basketball Courts are finished.  Pads for dugouts at the lower ball diamond are installed.  Work on the press box at the upper diamond is nearing completion with the roof and stone siding remaining.
