MINUTES
1) Call to Order at 6:05 pm.
2) Roll Call. Members present: Mayor Bill Hurtley, John Gishnock, Bill Hammann, Matt Eaton. Members Absent: Ald. Rick Cole, Ald. Josh Manring, Barb Jacobsen Others present: Community Development Director Jason Sergeant 
3) Approval of Agenda. No quorum present
4) Approval of Minutes: No quorum present
5) Civility Reminder. Hartley noted the City’s commitment to civil discourse.  
6) Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed. None.
7) New Business. 
a. Public Hearing concerning an amendment to a conditional use permit to allow construction of a new detached garage in the Historic Conservation Overlay District located at 27 Garfield Avenue on parcel of land (6-27-789) zoned residential (R1). The commission moved this item to the end of the agenda in an attempt to wait for a quorum. No quorum was met. Special meeting planned for May 9, 2016 at 6:00 pm to take up this item. 
b. Discussion regarding future land uses at 318 W Main Street (parcel 6-27-754). Sergeant gave background of the project. Due to a recent fire to the existing non-conforming structure sustained significant damage. The unit was previously a three-unit structure in an R-1 district. The R-1 District allows for single family homes or two-family homes as a conditional use. Due to the size of the lot the owner wanted guidance on the commission’s view of dividing the lot and placing two-family homes on each division, effectively creating four units. Sergeant pointed out that this is consistent with the comprehensive plan. The owner explained that at this stage it looks like the project will be a total demo. He would like to create a shared driveway and put garages behind the structures to match the historic district. The commission had agreement that the lot size seemed appropriate for this concept. They emphasized that it should remain consistent with the neighborhood.    
c. Discussion regarding 15 minute parking requests in the B2 District. Sergeant highlighted that they have received two requests for 15 min spots to accommodate businesses in the B-2 District. Hammann stated that it makes sense for a business that has delivery. Gishnock mentioned that he believed perhaps the demand may need to be higher to justify. The group had agreement that it is dependent on the specific plan indicating where and the need for it.
8) Old Business. 
a. Discussion and possible motion recommending property maintenance ordinance 2016-07
i. Draft ordinance. Sergeant gave an overview of the draft ordinance regulating property maintenance. He noted that the focus was on the exterior of the structure. Hammann explained his view of the importance of the ordinance to values of neighboring property. The commission had agreement for the need for the property maintenance ordinance. They provided guidance on areas for further refinement. No quorum present for motion.  
ii. Enforcement concerns and R1 landscaping and hardscaping provisions. Sergeant gave a background of concerns that were related to the proposed ordinance
b. Discussion and possible motion to recommend mobile business ordinance 2016-08. Sergeant gave an overview of the draft ordinance regulating mobile businesses. The commission provided guidance on areas for further refinement. No quorum present for motion.
