MINUTES
1) Call to Order at 6:05 pm.
2) Roll Call. Members present: Mayor Bill Hurtley, Ald. Rick Cole, Ald. Josh Manring, Bill Hammann, John Gishnock, Matt Eaton. Members Absent: Barb Jacobsen Others present: Planning Intern Brian Carranza
3) Approval of Agenda. Motion to approve the May 9, 2016 agenda by Hammann/ Manring. Approved unanimously. 
4) Approval of Minutes: Motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the April, 4 2016 and May 2, 2016 regular meeting and approve them as printed. Hammann/ Cole. Approved unanimously. 
5) Civility Reminder. Hurtley noted the City’s commitment to civil discourse.  
6) Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed. None.
7) New Business. 
a. Public Hearing concerning an amendment to a conditional use permit to allow construction of a new detached garage in the Historic Conservation Overlay District located at 27 Garfield Avenue on parcel of land (6-27-789) zoned residential (R1).
i. Initial staff and applicant comments. Planning Intern Carranza noted an error in the agenda. The subject parcel is zoned (R2) rather than (R1). He explained that there is no difference in the regulations between districts for this application. He then gave a background on the project. He noted that the project had gained a Certificate of Appropriateness from the Historic Preservation Commission with conditions. Due to the property being in the Historic Overlay District, new construction requires a Conditional Use Permit. Staff recommends approval of the Conditional Use Permit with the same conditions. He noted that the applicant worked with the zoning administrator to meet the regulations of the district. The applicant asked whether the side yard setback included the 12” overhang. Carranza noted that what was being approved was on the application, however, the setback is a minimum of 3’. The applicant indicated their intent to adhere to the site plan provided. 
ii. Public hearing. Mayor Hurtley opened the public hearing at 6:07 pm. No public comment. Mayor Hurtley closed the public hearing at 6:08 pm.
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments. Hammann reviewed the required plan commission findings for a conditional use permit, noting that the project meets the requirements. Hammann asked if the overhang went over the lot line. Carranza noted that the project met all zoning requirements and the applicant had additionally spoken to his neighbor, with approval. He asked the applicant if he intended to connect the structure to utilities. The applicant indicated he did not. 
iv. Motion with conditions regarding conditional use permit. The Plan Commission finds the proposed garage meets the standards of Section 130-104 and 130-1123 and approves issuance of a Conditional Use Permit for construction of a new garage family dwelling subject to the following conditions:
1. Exterior trim, shake/shingle siding detail on gables and at least a 12” overhang are on final design.
