A site on N Fourth Street is desired, but indicated as a future land use of residential.  Committee members present expressed support for such a project, but noted the future land use designation would need to be reviewed.

c. Public hearing and review of preliminary land division application for a certified survey map (CSM) to split parcel 6-27-584 located at 318-322 West Main Street into two lots.

d. Public hearing and review of a conditional use permit request to allow a two-family dwelling unit per Section 130-983(1) on each newly created parcel located at 318-322 West Main Street on a parcel of land (6-27-584) zoned residential (R1). 

i. Initial staff and applicant comments – Sergeant provided an overview of the proposal for discussion purposes. The existing building was subject to a fire, likely to result in a complete loss of the structure.
ii. Public Hearing - To be continued at regular meeting on July 5th.  McCallister spoke regarding concern over the demolition of the structure and any possible hazards present.  Phillips indicated he will work with the DNR regarding those concerns.  Cybart spoke with concern over parking and driveway configuration.  Sergeant indicated general conditions can be added to this approval, but more detailed conditions should be reserved for the CUP for new construction.  Zell and Boswell expressed concern over allowing two units in each home and was unsure what the final appearance of the structures would be.  Boswell expressed frustration home values in the historic district aren’t rising and concern over the condition of the property next door to him. Sergeant indicated the proposed designs are in the packet for public review.  General discussion concluded with challenges of having a shared driveway, replacement of removed terrace trees, and configuration of additional parking on site, requirements of additional landscape screening and modification of designs to include a front porch.
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments – Commissioners present engaged in conversation with applicant and residents regarding concerns expressed above.  Also noted was the overall condition of homes in the historic districts have gotten better over time and values are beginning to rise.
