3. Approval of Agenda: Motion to approve the August 1, 2016 agenda by Hammann, seconded by Manring. Approved unanimously. 
4. Approval of Minutes: Motion to waive the reading of the minutes from the July 5, 2016 regular meeting and approve them as printed by Manring, seconded by Cole. Approved unanimously. 
5. Civility Reminder.  Hurtley noted the City’s commitment to civil discourse.  
6. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  Commission members introduced themselves and Sergeant noted a new Plan Commission member joined the commission last month, Susan Becker.  Becker introduced herself.
7. New Business. 
a. Review of final land division application LD-2016-03 for a certified survey map (CSM) to split parcel 6-27-584 located at 318-322 West Main Street into two lots.  

i. Initial staff and applicant comments.  Sergeant summarized the applicant’s request including the previous approval of a preliminary land division by Plan Commission, Municipal Services and Common Council.
ii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments. None
iii. Motion with conditions: The Plan Commission recommends Common Council approve the final land division certified survey map to divide parcel 6-27-294.03 into a Two-family twin lot, finding that the certified survey map is in the public interest and meets the objectives contained within Section 110-102(g) of City ordinances with the following conditions:

1. Exhibit B: Final CSM, Joint Cross Access and Maintenance Agreement are recorded with the Rock County Register of Deeds. 
Motion by Manring/Cole, approved unanimously. 
b. Public Hearing and review of conditional use permit application CUP-2016-06 to allow new construction in the Historic Conservation Overlay District on each newly created parcel located on existing parcel 6-27-584 at 318-322 West Main Street and zoned residential (R1).

i. Initial staff and applicant comments. Sergeant reviewed the staff report including staff’s recommendation of approval with conditions 
ii. Public Hearing. Hurtley opened the public hearing at 6:12pm.  No comments were received, public hearing closed at 6:13pm
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments.  Hammann noted the importance of these homes fitting in with the district and reviewed approval criteria for the new homes in Section 130-1123.  Hammann noted the application is consistent with the comprehensive plan and zoning ordinance. Effect on nearby property is positive and use is appropriate for area.
iv. Motion with conditions: The Plan Commission approves issuance of a Conditional use permit for construction of a two family dwelling subject to the following conditions:
1. Final buildings are identical in appearance, including trim details, windows, and exterior finishes as indicated on Exhibit B and Exhibit C.
2. Single driveways do not exceed 12/ in width in front yard setbacks and majority of side yard setback.  Shared double driveway does not exceed 20’ in width.
3. Parking area is expanded in front of garages to allow parking for 4 cars.
4. Large bushes and/or fencing installed at rear of parking area and behind garages.
5. Two street trees of appropriate height and caliper are added in the terrace.

Motion by Hammann/Manring, approved unanimously. 
c. Public hearing and review of application CP-2016-01 to amend the Map 10.1 Future Land Use of the Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan of the City of Evansville, WI: Changing parcel 6-27-318 located at 104 W Main Street from “Social and Institutional” to “Central Mixed Use.”  

i. Initial staff and applicant comments.  Sergeant summarized the staff report.
ii. Public hearing.  A resident at 44 W Main spoke regarding concern for street trees near the project site.  Sergeant clarified the infrastructure project currently going on is independent of the proposed rezoning and comprehensive plan amendment.  Susan Fisher of 114 W main spoke in concern for future tenants and parking in the building.  Shannon expressed his desire to work closely with neighbors on any exterior changes and preserve the historic character of the building.  Sergeant explained uses of the building could include restaurants, but a conditional use permit would be required and would include public review and input.  
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments. Hammann noted the findings in the staff report. 
iv. Motion to recommend to Common Council the adoption of ordinance 2016-13 by Manring/Hammann, approved unanimously. 
d. Public hearing and review of application R-2016-01 to rezone parcel 6-27-318 located at 104 W Main Street from “Residential District 1 (R1)” to “Central Business District (B2).”  

i. Initial staff and applicant comments. Sergeant summarized his staff report.
ii. Public hearing.  Hurtley opened the public hearing at 6:44pm.  Fisher asked how the zoning works for the funeral home. Shannon clarified it was a permitted use in the district.  Hurtley closed the public hearing at 6:46pm.
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments.  Hammann summarized the findings in the staff report, including a change in typical traffic patterns around the building.
iv. Motion to recommend to Common Council the adoption of ordinance 2016-12 by Hammann/Cole, approved unanimously
Gishnock left commission bench and joined audience.

e. Public hearing and review of preliminary and final land division application LD-2016-06 for a certified survey map (CSM) to merge portions of existing adjacent parcels with parcel 6-27-580.001 located at 210 Cemetery Road.

i. Initial staff and applicant comments. Sergeant summarized the staff report and noted an additional condition to remove a stormwater easement on Lot 1.  Hurtley noted Gishnock excused himself temporarily from the commission, as he is the applicant.
ii. Public Hearing.  Hurtley opened the public hearing at 6:53pm.  No Comments were received.  Hurtley closed the public hearing at 6:54pm.
iii. Plan Commissioner questions and comments. Cole clarified what lots are merging.  
iv. Motion with conditions: The Plan Commission recommends Common Council approve the preliminary and final land division application certified survey map to divide parcel 6-27-580.001 into a Two-family twin lot, finding that the certified survey map is in the public interest and meets the objectives contained within Section 110-102(g) of City ordinances with the following conditions:
1. Exhibit B: Final CSM is recorded with the Rock County Register of Deeds
2. Stormwater easement is removed from Lot 1

Motion by Hammann/Cole, approved unanimously with Gishnock abstaining. 
Gishnock left audience and re-joined commission bench.
f. Motion to recommend common council the approval of a revised amendment to the final land dividers agreement and final plat for Windmill Ridge by Hammann/Manring, approved unanimously. Sergeant noted a minor change in lot numbers and the elimination of a lot. 
g. Discussion regarding draft of ordinance allowing the keeping of chickens within city limits.  Sergeant reviewed previous discussions, noting the setback and regulation requirements.  Hamman expressed concern that the setback wasn’t large enough and could be closer to 8 feet.  Duggan noted the intention was to create a simple ordinance that mandated good treatment of the chickens, with no roosters allowed.  Commission discussed regulation and suggested the coops be regulated similar to accessory structures and not allowed in front and street side setback areas.  Staff will continue drafting an ordinance and bring more details back to the commission next month.
h. Discussion regarding public amusements and entertainments licenses fees.  Sergeant explained the owner of the arcade brought the licensing requirements for arcade games to his attention, noting the expense associated with relicensing all machines at $25 each every year.  Commission discussed solutions, including limiting the number of licenses requiring payment.  More detail will be discussed at the next meeting.
